Frequently Asked Questions

1. How and when will the honorarium be distributed?

Organizations and individuals who are accepted in this program will both receive an honorarium. After the individual or individuals from an organization successfully complete the program, the honorarium will be distributed to the individual and organization. 
2. Can more than one person from an organization apply for this program?

Yes. Each individual must complete the appropriate portion of the application and include a letter of support from the organization. Each individual is required to attend each session and complete all assigned work. The individual honorarium will be shared between all attendees from a single organization.

3. Where will the training take place?

Trainings will take place on the campus of Tufts Medical School in downtown Boston. Interested applicants should take the frequency of travel to and from Boston into consideration when applying for the program.

4. What is the role of the research consultant?

Each fellow will be matched with a research consultant (staff and/or faculty of the collaborating institutions) who will provide support during the duration of the training program. While the consultant may not have the specific training or research background in the fellow’s field of interest, he/she will be available to answer questions and access resources to work with the fellow on assignments.  The consultant will also help the fellow develop an individualized research plan on a specific topic to support its work.
